COURSE DETAILS

The course is designed to offer a wide range of art and design experiences, developing skills and theory in
the following:

Textiles

Sculpture

Digital Media

You will use a variety of equipment, materials and techniques and gain experience in presenting work for
an exhibition. In the first term you will have an introduction into all the above areas of art and design,
followed by two specialist option projects in the second term, where you will choose to focus upon two of
the areas listed above. During the third term you will carry out your final major project in the area of your
choice, using the skills you have developed throughout the programme. The full award consists of eight
units.

* Please note you will be required to provide a portfolio of your work as part of the application process.

¢ You will need 4 GCSE's at Grade 3 or above. One of the 4 GCSE's to be Maths or English at Grade
3 (or Functional Skill level 1) to study at this level.

¢ |f you have a beginner/Introductory qualification in the subject you want to study and a maths or
English GCSE at Grade 3 (or Functional Skill level 1) you can study at this level.

Entry requirements for Level 2 courses in some sectors may be more specific. If you're unsure whether
you meet these requirements, don't worry — we can help you find a suitable course that aligns with your
skills and experience.

ASSESSMENT METHOD

Assessment through practical project/assignment work with a final major project.
